English
In term 1, Year 1 pupils will be covering three units. Each unit will be based on stories, poems, books and texts which will be linked to the current topic theme

Of: ‘Me, Myself and I’.

In Non-Fiction:  Children will participate in writing their own labels, captions and lists using resources around them and from the classroom environment such as, a variety of posters displayed, lists, labels and routines.

Poetry: Children will read and respond to poems and other texts that capture

sensory experiences in words. They will explore their own senses, observe

details and find words to describe their first-hand experiences. Links with

other areas of the curriculum will be made, particularly in Science topics.

Narrative: This unit will involve a variety of stories based around incidents and

settings that are familiar to the children, for example, involving home, school,

the mall, a holiday. The children will be thinking about where the stories take

place, who is involved and what happens and using words such as: character,

setting, and events. They will be expected to look for details about the settings

using the illustrations and talk about what is familiar or unfamiliar. Children will

have the opportunity to identify the main events and re-tell the story in their

own words.

Our work in English will involve many speaking and listening opportunities

allowing the children to be able to listen with sustained concentration, build new

banks of words in different contexts, listen to and follow instructions

accurately and ask for help and clarification if necessary. During group

discussion and interaction, children will learn to take turns to speak, listen to

others’ suggestions and talk about what they are going to do or write.

Maths
In term 1, children will recite number names in order from 0-20 or more,

forwards and backwards, using objects, number tracks and number lines. They

will use the sequence of number names to count a small set of objects and count

in as many different contexts as possible. Using appropriate language and

symbols in context, children read and write numerals from 0 to 10, then to 20.

As they develop their understanding of addition and subtraction, children find

the number that is one more or one less than a given number practically by

adding another object or removing one object from a set then counting the new

number.

Throughout this term, children will solve problems involving counting.

Children will begin to use patterns and relationships to solve problems and

puzzles involving numbers and shapes. Children will use 2D and 3D shapes to

build models, pictures and patterns learning to name shapes and describe their

features. During our handling data unit and topic work, children learn to pose a

question, gather information and order and interpret the information in group or

whole-class enquiries.

Combined Creative Curriculum - Me, Myself and I

This includes Science and Technology, ICT, Arts and Design, Knowledge and Understanding

of the World (Geography, History,PSHE and RE), Investigation, Construction (Music and PE).
The Creative Curriculum is taught and consolidated during lessons and physical activities.

During this topic, children will be comparing where they come from and what it

is like in terms of landscape, weather and culture, to other counties such as UK and the 
Middle East. This unit will also have a main focus on Art; looking at self portraits by

different artists such as Vincent Van Gogh and Andy Warhol. This topic is a

great start for the children to learn about themselves and their friends. The

unit will also have a main focus in History, where the children will find out about

the history of themselves and their family by looking at photos of the past.

Science

In term !, we will be concentrating on using and applying enquiry

skills through hands on practical investigations. While doing these the children

will be looking at all four main focus areas of Science: 
· Scientific Enquiry

·  Life Processes and Living Things,
·  Materials and their Properties, and Physical Process. 
· Throughout this topic children will be naming and comparing body parts and investigating their 5 senses through fun activities.

ICT

Children will have access to individual laptops during lesson time; learning how to log on and off,

using paint packages to draw or paint pictures of their face and body and

exploring ‘real-life’ simulations. Lessons from the whole curriculum will also be delivered via an Interactive whiteboard.
Music

During music in term 1, children will be working on their vocal skills and overall

musical awareness. They will be developing these skills through an exploration of

the musical elements. They will also be performing a variety of increasingly

complex tasks based on these elements.

PE

In term 1, children will be involved in creating Dance routines and develop Gymnastic techniques and skills in lessons. In the second half of this term children will also have the opportunity to develop skills in various Games activities.

PSHE: Children will build new friendships and will learn to study and play safely with each other. Together create and sign a class code of conduct contract with their teacher.

RE: Children will learn about Hindus.

History or Geography:

Art: This will be linked to the History or Geography topic and ICT.
