English
In term 1, Year 1 children will be looking at stories with familiar settings and will write their

own simple stories. They will learn how to use time connectives, sentence openers,

adjectives and a wide range of punctuation. In addition, the children 
develop their phonics, spelling and reading comprehension skills through stories

applying the ‘Read-write-inc’ approach (Ruth Miskin).

The children will write a recipe using features of instructions. They will learn

to use imperatives (bossy words or commands), add numbers for

organisation and create lists. They will also look at information texts to learn

about food and countries around the world. This will involve writing personal fact

files, including headings, captions and a contents page.

Maths
In term 1, all children will be covering a range of topics to develop the basic skills. This

will include activities to enhance counting skills such as learning their 5s and 2X tables;

knowledge of place value and number patterns. They will also focus on consolidating addition and subtraction skills. Children will be introduced to division and multiplication through both mental and written strategies. All children will engage in shape and measuring activities as well as investigating 2D and 3D shapes to widen their experiences.

Science

In term 1, all children will think about healthy living and the needs of other people.

The children will be thinking about different food groups by looking at eating

healthily, devising an exercise plan and discovering why we sometimes become sick.

They will also look at how we grow, why we grow and create investigations to

discover if there is a link between age and height!

They will also be focusing on the importance of hygiene and keeping clean, where

germs come from and what we can do about them.

ICT

In ICT the children will be developing word processing skills, learning to edit by

deleting, inserting and changing the size and colour of text. This will be linked to

the focus on food around the world. Children will move from country to country by

learning about various foods and diets.
Themed topic:

Take it away

In term 1, the children will learn about a variety of the take away food that they
like to eat, find out which country it originally came from; in order to make a

class book full of facts about the country and its traditions and people who live

in it. They will also learn about food from different food groups and design,

make and evaluate a healthy lunch. They will be tasting different healthy foods

from around the world.

Now wash your hands

During this part of the topic all children will be thinking about germs and other things that

live on and around our bodies. Children will think about how germs make us ill and what

we can do about them. They will think about the importance of cleanliness and about

how germs spread in historic times and how this affected society. They will talk to

the school nurse about keeping clean and healthy. Children will also think about

medicines and how they can help us. The children will also develop their drawing

skills by looking at themselves; their facial features and using different media to

draw a self-portrait. They will look closely at our faces and how we have changed

over the years by plotting this on a timeline.

Music

During this term the children will be developing their musical skills through singing

and the use of xylophones. Using this instrument, they will be learning to perform

various pieces as a group or whole class ensemble. Children will be developing

their aural ability, composition and performance skills through-out the term based

on small task and challenges set within lessons. In addition they will be singing a

variety of songs both during lessons and assemblies.
PE
Children will be involved in creating Dance or Gymnastic performances in lessons.

Children will be involved in outdoor activities which will be games based.
this term. In the second half of the term, children will also have the opportunity to develop skills in

various Games activities.
PSHE, RE, History or Geography, Art, D&T
Themes and topics will centre around the thematic subject of the term. This links all subjects together making it more meaningful learning for all children and creating an exciting and interesting, relevant creative curriculum.
