English
In term 1, the children will begin by looking at the history and the features of Ghana and why

people leave one country to live in another. They will then continue with their learning by

working towards a challenge.

The Challenge - To create a puppet theatre and all the puppets, so that every child can put

on a play to tell a story with a message or a moral.

Throughout the learning journey the children will be taught all the skills necessary

for a successful outcome using the combined creative curriculum. The learning will be based

around ‘The Twits’ by Roald Dahl which will provide an exciting stimulus. As well as

acquiring knowledge, all children will be encouraged to consider how they learn so

that they become life-long learners.
They will be using ‘The Twits’ by Roald Dahl as an exciting stimulus and children will create their own play scripts, using the characters in the book; which they will present using their puppets. They will also be looking at how to write a formal letter to an author, as well as using persuasive techniques to create an advert trying to persuade Mrs. Twit to wash her hair! In addition, all children will participate in spellings, handwriting and grammar work on a weekly basis at their individual levels. 
Maths
In term 1, we will be extending the children’s knowledge of the value of

numbers depending on their place in the number. Children will also focus on:

addition, subtraction, multiplication and division, money, length, time, shape (and

directions), counting and number facts, fractions, and data handling (which includes

work on tables and graphs).

Ongoing maths learning will include regular problem solving investigations, mental

maths tests and weekly tables tests. Homework will include daily mental maths

and weekly practice of aspects of class based learning.

Science

In Science this term children will be focusing on keeping our bodies healthy. Children will learn about the importance of a balanced diet as well as gaining an understanding of the different food groups and the roles they perform in our body.

There will be an opportunity for the children to learn about keeping their teeth clean

with a visit from a dentist or hygienist, as well as learning the names and function

of different teeth. Following on from this, children will develop their understanding

of the important role of the skeleton, naming some of the important bones as well as

learning about the role of the heart and lungs and how these are affected during

exercise.

ICT

Linking in with our themed topic children will learn how to use and apply the key

features of Microsoft Word, this will allow them to align and justify their work as

well as adding images from the internet, adding borders, and creating titles using

word art. The children will also learn to send and receive e-mails.

PHSE

This is an integral part of many areas of the curriculum, but will also be covered in

Circle Time and focus lessons. The children will focus on new beginnings and how to

cope with their feelings.

Creative curriculum: (includes Art, DT , History and Geography)

Puppets

This topic is based around all aspects of puppets including their history. The children

will be making puppets and constructing a theatre inspired by Roald Dahl’s fabulous

book ‘The Twits’. They will be taking inspiration from Dahl’s favourite illustrator

Quentin Blake to enable children to develop their sketching skills. This will allow

them to use a variety of HB pencils to create tone and texture as well as applying

watercolours. The D&T focus links in with the science topic based around healthy

eating. The children will be encouraged to create a healthy sandwich for Mr Twit to

give to Mrs Twit. Children will be able to develop their historical enquiry skills by

researching the life of Roald Dahl. They will be using the Twits garden as inspiration

for map work, developing the understanding of compass directions and coordinates.

Music

During music this term students will be working on developing their musical skills

through these areas of study, singing and music theory. Over the next few

weeks all children will be discovering how to read traditional notation and enhancing

the skills that they already have. They will be listening to music from some of the

great musical heroes through the ages. 

PE

This term children will be participating in gymnastics focusing on building gymnastic sequences incorporating different ways of travelling, jumping and rolling. 
PSHE, History or Geography RE, Art, D&T

All themes and topics will be linked to the thematic subject in the combined creative curriculum making all children’s learning current and relevant.
