English
In term 1, all children will focus on myths and legends through the themed topic

looking at past, present and future locations of the Olympics. The children will learn

various non-fiction and fiction writing skills linked closely with the topic of Celebrity

Sports. Alongside this, children will be developing speaking and listening skills through the big

talk, role play and presentations. Each week the children will be transferring and

reinforcing the skills and knowledge they have accumulated through topic linked literacy

tasks and the ‘Big Write’.

Maths
In term 1, problem solving and investigative learning will play a vital part in  lessons, focusing

upon using and applying our addition, subtraction, multiplication and division strategies –

both mentally and written. Alongside this, all children will be working on reading digital and

analogue clocks and solving time problems, as well as focusing upon money, shape and

space. To develop investigational problem solving skills the children will be looking at

various scenarios based on our Celebrity Sport topic - demonstrating steps to solve a

problem.
Creative Curriculum: Celebrity Sports

The Challenge: To work in a team to create their own ‘Olympic’ event and to take

part in three events, dressed as a sporting celebrity.

Science

Children will be investigating the importance of a healthy body and diet for an Olympic

athlete as well as for ourselves. This will allow children to investigate the effect of

exercise on their pulse rate whilst gaining an understanding of how the circulatory

system works, and the importance of our different organs.

ICT

Children will be using various programs to teach a range of generic skills across our topic. They
will use Word, PowerPoint and Publisher to enable them to develop their

presentation skills, as well as using primary and secondary resources to enhance their

research skills.
Music:

During music this term children will be learning to develop their musical skills through

three key areas of study, music theory, singing and instrumental. Over the next few

weeks all children will be revising and enhancing their skills in reading and writing

traditional music notation and joining in different singing games. All children will be

learning at their own pace and ability during this topic. They will be playing and singing

using voice and keyboards. All instrumental work will cater to the individual needs of all children right through from beginners to the more advanced children. 

Do look forward to a fantastic year of music making.
PE:

In term 1, all children will get the opportunity to create dance and gymnastics performances, showing their ideas to the class. They will also include references to the Celebrity Sports topic

that is being covered this term where possible. Children will also have the opportunity to

develop their skills in familiar ball games such as Rounders; as well as in games from other cultures.
PSHE, RE, History or Geography, Art, D&T
All children will participate in various themes and topics form the Combined Creative Curriculum which is linked together making children’s learning interesting, relevant and exciting.
Children will develop their knowledge of sporting events by researching historical

sources about the ancient Olympic Games held in Greece to see how the games have

evolved into the Olympics of the 21st Century. They will be given the opportunity to

create their own moving sports star as part of a D&T project linking with the art theme

People in Motion. They will also be looking at food groups and devising a diet for a famous

athlete.
