English

In term 1, Year 6 the children will be examining various forms of non-fiction writing linked to the thematic topic; this will include journalistic writing and non-chronological reports. They will also be studying the features of chronological reports, detailing the events of the eruption at Montserrat,

and will also have an opportunity to write persuasively, creating a persuasive report on

reasons to have an emergency action plan.

Their work in English will involve many speaking and listening opportunities, as the

children use thought-tracking, where they will be examining their fears and desires in a

disaster scene. This will involve drama activities such as ‘’hot-seating’’ disaster rescuers

and creating ‘’freeze frames ‘’. The children will work in teams to plan, produce and

evaluate their ‘emergency’ broadcasts.

Maths

In term 1, the children will be learning and developing their place value and number skills

in the form of examining properties of numbers and number sequences, including

negative numbers, place value and ordering, reading and writing numbers and estimating

and rounding integers. The children will develop their skills in data handling, coordinates,

2D and 3D shapes and problem solving, involving numbers in context, such as

'real life' money and measures problem solving, and relating this to the theme Active

Planet. The children will also learn to apply their mathematical skills in maths

investigations explaining their reasoning and logic behind solving problems.
Creative Curriculum: ‘Disasters’

The Challenge:

To work as a team to plan and produce a video of four pending natural disasters that are

going to strike our community. Giving full details of what might happen and what should

be done.

Science

Children will be concentrating on using and applying the children’s learning and enquiry skills

through hands on practical investigations. While doing these the children will be looking

at all four main focus areas of Science. They will be investigating different types of

rocks and minerals found on earth, seeing the effects of melting, boiling, cooling and

relating this to the water cycle, as well as investigating materials, animal adaptation and

habitats, plus separating solutions in line with the Disasters topic.

ICT

Within the Disasters theme, all children will be using the Internet to further develop their independent research and enquiry skills to find information about earthquakes, volcanoes

and other natural disasters. The children will be using multimedia packaging software

such as Microsoft PowerPoint to create and produce comprehensive presentations of this topic. The children will show these presentations to their peers, which will reinforce

their speaking and listening skills. 
Themed topic: Disasters (Includes Art, DT, History, Geography)
Children will be examining natural disasters such as earthquakes and volcanic eruptions on our
learning journey to the centre of the Earth. The children will focus on creating disaster

plans and relating these to the Ghana, to see how prepared they are for a pending disaster.

The children will be designing and making their own disaster shelter as well as making

group volcanoes to see how and why volcanoes erupt. They will also be learning skills of

photography by taking many photographs of our surroundings and local area. 
What a fantastic topic with lots of fun and practical learning opportunities!

Music

During music this term children will be developing their skills in these key areas of

study and music theory. Over the next few weeks, all children will be

revising and enhancing their skills in reading and writing traditional music notation. All

children will be learning at their own pace and ability during this topic linking to the

theme Active Planet when creating disaster music. All pupils will learn the basics of musical instruments including correct posture, manipulating and care for instruments.

In term 1, children will be involved in creating Dance or Gymnastic performances in lesson. Children will also participate in ball games and have the chance to develop skills in basketball and Rounders.
